Crime

Due to the fact there has been no panel meeting since June 2018 I am unable to provide an 8 week comparison of committed crime on the ward.

A total of 152 crimes were recorded on the Mottingham ward over the last 8 weeks 
Burglaries 

Burglaries for the last 8 weeks are broken down in to the following categories. 

8 x residential properties    
0 x non domestic properties 
4 x attempted burglary (dwelling) 
Please remember the way we record burglary has changed. Traditionally if a garage or shed was burgled it was recorded as being a non-domestic burglary. This has changed in the fact that as long as the garage and shed are within the boundary of a dwelling we now record break in’s to garages and sheds as burglary dwelling.

We have been educating victims by following up all reported theft from vehicles and theft of vehicles. Anti-Social Behaviour
We continue to monitor ASB by youths on motorbikes on Foxe’s fields. Police regularly receive calls about this mainly at the weekends. We patrol the area when we are on duty and we also task officers to attend the area on weekend evenings as part of our Op resolve initiative. This involves neighbourhood officers working across the borough from 6pm until 4am. 
We have had numerous issues with youths on mopeds in and around Nunnington and Shottery. We leafleted the area for information however this wasn’t really forthcoming, however one youth was asked in for a caution +3 interview following information received. The case has since been NFA.
Another youth is currently wanted for questioning in relation to another matter regarding a stolen moped and has yet to be spoken to believed moved out of the MET area.

Other Matters
Officers from the team were abstracted to cover high visibility patrols of the town centre in the run up to Christmas and New Year.

We will also be supporting a drive against illegal drugs in the coming weeks.

Officers raided an address in Ravensworth Crescent on an intelligence led operation. A male and female were arrested on suspicion of possession with intent to supply cocaine and cannabis. This charge was later downgraded to possession only. At court the case against the male was dropped by the CPS however the female received a community order and is on an electronic tag and curfew between 1900 and 0700 for 10 weeks. Community service and the drugs were to be forfeited and destroyed.
